All classes will run as 2-phase. This means that you do your normal round and if you go clear you go straight into the 'jump off' where you jump further fences but still in the same course. This means you do not have to return later for a jump-off. If you have faults in the first phase, the judge will ring the bell to indicate that you should stop.
All Classes will be split into Adults and Juniors, with separate prizes awarded. Classes 1 is only open to Junior riders under the age of 17yrs. Adults may enter class 2 if they have not jumped in 70cm classes or above.
Adults riding ponies, and Juniors riding horses must compete in the Adult Classes
Hats conforming to standard EN 1384 or above MUST be worn by all competitors. Juniors MUST wear an approved body protector at all times when mounted. Adults are STRONGLY ADVISED to wear a body protector whilst jumping.
